TERROIR

Viognier grapes come primarily from the village of Florensac (Herault department) on clay and loam soils in plains and hills of
limestone rocks conferring roundness; plots on stony soil of limestone and flint clays (Gard department) complete the selection
with great finesse.

WINEMAKING

Harvest at optimum maturity of the grapes. Cold prefermentary maceration in the press for about 4 hours, then
slow fermentation at low temperature (about 12/14 ° C) with stirring of the fine lees during the first 4 months. Part
of the cuvée was aged for about 5 months in Laurus oak barrels of 275 liters (1 wine barrels - oak from the
Bertranges forest in Burgundy).
